Fixing the anti-tip kit

ties. When happy, screw the plastic bracket to the wall using
appropriate wall screws and plugs for your wall type.

» Attach the cable tie through the product hook and wall bracket.
Ensure the plastic tie is securely fastened and the product is
held in place.
