Attach the Long Connecting Bars (E) between the Long Table Legs (A & B)  
using Self-Taping Screws (ST50). 
 
Attach the Short Connecting Bar (F) between the Short Table Legs (C & D)  
using Self-Taping Screws (ST50).
