Attach the Backrest (A) to
the Right Leg (C) and Left Leg (D)
using Bolts (B50).

Attach the Connecting Bar (E)
to the Right Leg/Armrest (C)
and Left Leg/Armrest (D)
using Bolts (B60) and Nuts (N1).

Attach the Seat (B) onto 
the Connecting Bar (E) 
using Self-Taping Screw (ST80).

Tighten all Bolts and Screws with Allen Key (AK).
