Cleaning frequency will depend on location but the rule of thumb is once a month 
for external areas and two to three times a year for fully protected furniture. 
Fabric Care 
Keep fabrics dry. Vacuum regularly and avoid leaving in direct sunlight for 
long periods of time. Spot clean using mild soapy water and a soft cloth/sponge 
to affected area. Once clean, rinse with fresh water and pat dry with a soft cloth. 
Ensure fabrics and foam fillers are allowed to fully dry out before use. 
Do not use solvents. Do not dry-clean or machine wash. For stubborn stains, 
commercially available fabric cleaners are available.

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1. Clean the Surface: Start by cleaning the furniture to remove dust, dirt, or 
grease. 

Allow 
the surface to dry completely before proceeding. 
2. Sand the Surface: Sand the wood lightly with 220-grit sandpaper to smooth 
out the surface and remove any old finish. This will also help the Wood Oil adhere 
better. 
After sanding, wipe the furniture with a tack cloth to remove all dust and debris. 
3. Apply the First Coat of Wood Oil： 
1）Stir the Oil: We recommend using a clear water-based wood oil for the treatment 
of this furniture. 
2）Apply the Oil: Using a small sponge, dab a thin, even coat of wood oil, working 
with the grain of the wood. Make sure to avoid drips or thick spots. If your product 
has rope material, do not apply any oil to this and wash it off immediately using 
Luke-warm soapy water. If using a brush, apply in long, smooth strokes. 
3）Let it Dry: Allow the first coat to dry according to the manufacturer’s instructions.
