Fixing the anti-tip kit

Plastic Cable Tie

» Position the product where desired. Looking at the hooks on the
back of the product, mark appropriate positions for the plastic
wall brackets to be fixed, bearing in mind the length of the cable
ties. When happy, screw the plastic bracket to the wall using
appropriate wall screws and plugs for your wall type.

» Attach the cable tie through the product hook and wall bracket.
Ensure the plastic tie is securely fastened and the product is
held in place. Do not continue to use the product if the cable tie
does not secure properly.

* The product will now be secured to the wall to prevent tipping.

* Using the product screws provided and the appropriate wall
screws and plugs for your wall type, secure the L bracket to the
wall and the product as illustrated by the diagram.
