« Wall fixings are not provided with this product as different wall types require different screws and wall
plugs. See table below as a guide only.

+ Always use a wall plug, as screws alone will not be secure into walls.

*  When drilling into walls always check there are no hidden wires or pipes.

* Make sure that the screws and wall plugs are suitable for supporting the weight of the product.
