ELECTRICAL SAFETY INFORMATION

If in doubt please contact an electrician. Before drilling ensure that there are no hidden cables or pipes in the wall.

Note: to ensure the normal use of this products, it is required to set out wires as per the regulations of IEE at the installation

places.The products are only to be installed indoors.

INSTALLATION

Note! It is recommended that this product is installed by two people.

Ensure the domestic electrical mains supply to which the mirror being connected is turned off. Connect the domestic mains

supply to the terminal box according to the wiring diagram below.

OPERATION

To switch ON/OFF, touch the mirror sensor.

Hold the sensor until the desired brightness is obtained.

The light brightness is then set until changed again.

The de-mister pad will activate when the mirror is ON.
