The terminal blocks are supplied according
to requirements of the fitting.

This product is only suitable for connection to a 240V~50Hz supply in accordance with current IEE wiring regulations.
It should be installed in accordance with local building regulations and is for indoor use only. It is not suitable
for a bathroom location.

Before installing your light fitting always switch off the mains supply and remove the appropriate fuse or switch
off the appropriate circuit breaker before commencing installation.

Never fit bulbs of a higher wattage than those specified on the label, as these may cause overheating and
damage the fitting. This product is suitable for use with a dimmer switch, when used with dimmable bulbs.

Fixing Instructions
Make sure you have the following items which are required to install this light fitting:
Small electrical screwdriver, cross head screwdriver & insulation tape.

Step 1

Decide on the position of the light fitting or remove existing light fitting. Note the position of the electrical
connections, and ensure there is a solid mounting surface, preferably a wooden joist or joist bridge, to support
the weight of the light fitting.

Step 2

Remove the mounting bracket (1) from the ceiling cup by loosening the two side screws (2).

Step 3

Using the mounting bracket as a template, mark the position of the mounting holes. Taking care to avoid damaging
concealed wires and pipes, drill holes and fit supplied wall plugs (3) (suitable for masonry only - for other surfaces use
appropriate fixings). Fix the mounting bracket to the ceiling using the supplied screws (4).

Step 4
Having identified the household wiring from your existing light fitting, connect to the connection block (5)
inside the product in the following way:

HOUSEHOLD SUPPLY LIGHT FITTING
Check that...
NEUTRAL BLUE (N) You have correctly identified the house wires.
The connections are tight.
EARTH GREEN/YELLOW ) No loose strands have been left out of the
OR METALLIC EARTH H
CONNECTION connection block.
SWITCHED LIVE BROWN (1)

Step 5

Refit the product to the mounting bracket. This product has “L” shaped
fixing holes to allow easy fixing to the mounting bracket. Locate the “L" slots (6)
around the side screws (2) on mounting bracket (1). Rotate the ceiling cover
to attach the product to the bracket. Tighten the screws to secure. Take care
not to trap any wiring.

Step 6

To fit the shades (7), first remove the shade rings (8) from the threaded lampholders. Place the shades over the
lampholders and refit the shade rings using the supplied tool (9). Secure in place.

Step 7

Fit the bulbs (10). 3 x Max. 6W LED E14 Golf. NOTE: Never fit bulbs of a higher wattage than those specified
on the label (as this may cause overheating and damage the fitting).




Step 8

Replace fuse or circuit breaker and switch on to test. Your light is now ready for use.
