• Use caution when operating, this bed uses a pressured

mechanism.

• Keep hands and fingers clear of the mechanism when

opening and closing the bed for use.

Do’s

• Hair products such as hairsprays, oils and gels may affect
the finish. Avoid prolonged contact with such products.

• Regular cleaning is essential to avoid build up of these
products on the surface.

• Avoid exposure to direct or prolonged periods of sunlight
and position away from direct heat sources such as
radiators.

• Care should be taken to avoid spilling anything on the
upholstery. If a spillage occurs act promptly and soak up
any liquids by blotting with a clean absorbent cloth.
Never rub to remove stains. Never use a wet cloth.

• If a spillage does occur, blot any liquids immediately with
a clean, dry absorbent cloth and allow to dry naturally.

• For more stubborn stains a professional upholstery
cleaner should be consulted.

• Clean periodically in situ using a professional cleaning
company.

• Do not drag the frame across the floor.
• All assembly fixings should always be tightened properly

and periodically check all fixings and tighten if necessary.

Don’ts

• DO NOT use power tools to construct this product.

• DO NOT tighten screws until fully assembled.

• DO NOT over tighten screws or bolts.

• DO NOT use this product if parts are missing, damaged or

worn.

• DO NOT stand on the product.

• DO NOT remain on the bed whilst the lifting mechanism is

in use.

• DO NOT expose this product to dripping or splashing, rain

or areas with heavy moisture.

• DO NOT place any objects filled with liquids, such as

vases, on the product.

• DO NOT insert foreign objects into the product or attempt

to repair this unit by yourself.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

HANDSET PAIRING:

Before using your adjustable bed action, the wireless handset must be paired

with the control box.

STEP 1: Make sure the UK three-pin power cord is plugged into mains power

     and is switched on.

STEP 2: Press handset buttons ‘Back down’ (button 8) and ‘Leg up’ (button 4)

    along with the coding button on the control box simultaneously.

STEP 3: The control box will beep indicating that the code is successfully

    matched.The bed is ready to use.

HANDSET FUNCTION:

BOTTON NO. FUNCTION

1

MEMORY POSITION 1. Press and hold M1, the actuators will be

moved to memory position 1. Release and actuators will stop.

2

MEMORY POSITION 1. Press and hold M1, the actuators will be

moved to memory position 1. Release and actuators will stop.

3

Head/back section UP.

4

Foot/leg section UP.

5

MEMORY SET. Press and hold for three seconds, the backlit buttons

on the handset will flash and enter memory set mode. Press M1/M2

within ten seconds and the control box will beep to indicate the

current position is saved to M1/M2.

FLAT. Press and hold, all actuators will retract until the bed is in the

fully flat position.

7

TORCH. Press the button and the torch at on the end of the handset

will turn on. Release the button and the torch will turn off.

8

Head/back section DOWN.

9

Foot/leg section DOWN.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

In the event that the adjustable action fails to operate, asses the symptoms

and possible solutions provided in the chart below:

SYMPTOMS SOLUTIONS

√ Check batteries in wireless remote. Replace with two new AAA batteries.

√ Make sure you are following the duty cycle of the motors (do not operate more

than two minutes over a twenty-minute period.

Head and foot lift function has interference during operation

√ This is normal, the lift motor relays will click when they are engaged. No action is

required

A clicking noise is heard under the bed when raising or lowering

 √ No. The bed motors are maintenance free.
Do I need to clean or service the bed motors?

√ Check there are two AAA batteries in the handset.

√ Make sure the plug is firmly connected to mains power socket and power is on.

   Make sure power socket is working by trying another appliance.

√ Make sure power supply cable is not loose from the control box.

√ Make sure both actuator cables are not loose from the control box.

√ the handset may have lost pairing with the control box. Attempt the re-pairing

   process again.
